Eliza died there in 1866.The route they took and stops they may have made en route to IN are a mystery as are the true surname of Eliza.The family bible records are the source for the childrens births and marriages.

John  married a second time after Eliza's death to Ann Sinclair b. 8-1-1825 m. 11-14-1867 and Ann died 3-21-1896. John died 2-27-1901.
